The property has seven buildings, including fifty two-story apartments and one
community building. This request involves replacing 100 front and rear entry
doors for the apartments and disposing of the existing storm doors off-site. It
also includes replacing brick molding around the doors and installing a new
mailbox at the front entry. Additionally, three doors in the community building
will be replaced, for a total number of one hundred and three (103) doors. One
of the doors at the community building has side lights. This door shall have a
Falcon SC80A Series Closer or equal and a Latch Guard Protector.

1. Remove and dispose of storms door off site. Remove and dispose front
entry and rear entry doors off-site. Remove cores before discarding the
doors and retain them for the new doors.

2. All door hardware (deadbolt and passage) lock shall be turned over to
the owner.
3. Install new front entry doors and rear entry doors, jambs, thresholds

and replace with a MMI Steel Exterior — Unit Entry Doors and EZ Flex
Steel Jambs / Steel doors to be Majestic Series 6-Panel or equal.

4. The exterior doors shall be field painted with Sherwin-Williams Pro
Industrial Pro-Cryl Universal Primer, B66-1300 Series. Sherwin-
Williams Emerald® Urethane Trim Enamel Semi-Gloss, K38 Series.
Color selections will be done at the pre-construction meeting, and all
painted surfaces shall have two coats. All doors shall have rigid door
stops.

5. The contractor shall install an 8” high stainless steel kickplate, exterior
side only on both doors.

6. Install new Falcon B101S Dane passage lever set or equal passage
latch set with satin chrome finish.

7. Install new Falcon D241 or equal Single Cylinder Deadbolt with satin
chrome finish. With an “A” keyway.

8. The locksets shall include all hardware, striker plates, screws etc. to
accomplish the installation.

Doors at the front entry point shall be drilled for one (1) peep site (5’-0”
AAF).

The existing cores shall be installed into the new dead bolt locks.

The door viewer shall be a Rockwood 622 or equal in front entry doors
only at (5’-0” AAF.)

Install Salsbury Industries #4610 Residential Wall-Mounted mailbox.

The color of the mailbox shall be black and shall be centered below the
light fixture located at the front door entry point.

The contractor shall replace the brick molding at both doors and shall
prime/paint with Sherwin-Williams Exterior Latex Wood Primer,
B42W8141 or equal and  Sherwin-Williams Super Paint® Exterior
Latex Satin, A89 Series or equal. All painted surfaces shall have two
coatings.

The contractor shall remove all caulking around brick molding and
install new with Sherwin-Williams 1050QD Siliconized Acrylic Latex
Caulk or equal.

The contractor shall repair drywall damage caused by the installation,
including painting (match existing finish). The contractor shall
repair/replace any VCT damaged by the installation.

The contractor shall verify the door swing on entry doors.

The contractor shall remove the old door casing at the interior side of
the door and replace the casing and prime paint the casing to match
the existing paint color. .The new casing shall be painted with Sherwin-
Williams Premium Wall & Wood Latex Primer, B28W8111 or equal and
Sherwin Williams ProMar 200 HP Zero VOC Latex Eg-Shel, B20-1900
or equal. All painted surfaces shall have two applications of paint.

The contractor shall be responsible for all permit/inspection fees and
comply with all local, state, and federal codes/ regulations.

EXAMINATION

A. Do not begin application of coatings until substrates have been properly examined and
prepared. Notify Architect of unsatisfactory conditions before proceeding.

B. If substrate preparation is the responsibility of another installer, notify Architect of
unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.

C. Proceed with work only after conditions have been corrected, and approved by all parties,
otherwise application of coatings will be considered as an acceptance of surface conditions.

D. Previously Painted Surfaces: Verify that existing painted surfaces do not contain lead based

paints, notify Architect immediately if lead based paints are encountered.

SURFACE PREPARATION

A

Comply with paint manufacturer's written instructions for surface preparation, environmental
and substrate conditions, product mixing, and application.

Perform all surface preparation in accordance with SSPC specifications, guidelines and good
painting practices.

Proper product selection, surface preparation, and application affect coating performance.
Coating integrity and service life will be reduced because of improperly prepared surfaces.
Selection and implementation of proper surface preparation ensures coating adhesion to the
substrate and prolongs the service life of the coating system.

Selection of the proper method of surface preparation depends on the substrate, the
environment, and the expected service life of the coating system. Economics, surface
contamination, and the effect on the substrate will also influence the selection of surface
preparation methods.

The surface must be dry and in sound condition. Remove oil, dust, dirt, loose rust, peeling
paint or other contamination to ensure good adhesion. Recognize that any surface preparation
short of total removal of the old coating may compromise the service length of the system.

Prior to attempting to remove mildew, it is always recommended to test any cleaner on a
small, inconspicuous area prior to use. Bleach and bleaching type cleaners may damage or
discolor existing paint films. Bleach alternative cleaning solutions may be advised.

Mildew may be removed before painting by washing with a solution of 1 part liquid bleach and
3 parts water. Apply the solution and scrub the mildewed area. Allow the solution to remain on
the surface for 10 minutes. Rinse thoroughly with water and allow the surface to dry before
painting. Wear protective eyewear, waterproof gloves, and protective clothing. Quickly wash
off any of the mixture that comes in contact with your skin. Do not add detergents or ammonia
to the bleach/water solution.

No exterior painting should be done immediately after a rain, during foggy weather, when rain
is predicted, or when the temperature is below 50°F, unless products are designed
specifically for these conditions. On large expanses of metal siding, the air, surface and
material temperatures must be 50°F or higher to use low temperature products.

Aluminum: Remove all oil, grease, dirt, oxide and other foreign material by cleaning per
SSPC-SP1, Solvent Cleaning.

Block (Cinder and Concrete): Remove all loose mortar and foreign material. Surface
must be free of laitance, concrete dust, dirt, form release agents, moisture curing
membranes, loose cement, and hardeners. Concrete and mortar must be cured at least
30 days at 75°F unless the manufacturer’s products are designed for application prior to
the 30-day period. The pH of the surface should be between 6 and 9 unless the products
are designed to be used in high pH environments. On tilt-up and poured-in-place
concrete, commercial detergents and abrasive blasting may be necessary to prepare the
surface. Fill bug holes, air pockets, and other voids with a cement patching compound.
Concrete, SSPC-SP13 or NACE 6: This standard gives requirements for surface
preparation of concrete by mechanical, chemical, or thermal methods prior to the
application of bonded protective coating or lining systems. The requirements of this
standard are applicable to all types of cementitious surfaces including cast-in-place
concrete floors and walls, precast slabs, masonry walls, and shotcrete surfaces. An
acceptable prepared concrete surface should be free of contaminants, laitance, loosely
adhering concrete, and dust, and should provide a sound, uniform substrate suitable for
the application of protective coating or lining systems.

Cement Composition Siding/Panels: Remove all surface contamination by washing with
an appropriate cleaner, rinse thoroughly and allow to dry. Existing peeled or checked
paint should be scraped and sanded to a sound surface. Pressure clean, if needed, with
a minimum of 2100 psi pressure to remove all dirt, dust, grease, oil, loose particles,
laitance, foreign material, and peeling or defective coatings. Allow the surface to dry
thoroughly. The pH of the surface should be between 6 and 9, unless the products are
designed to be used in high pH environments.

Drywall—Exterior: Must be clean and dry. All nail heads must be set and spackled.
Joints must be taped and covered with a joint compound. Spackled nail heads and tape
joints must be sanded smooth and all dust removed prior to painting. Exterior surfaces
must be spackled with exterior grade compounds.

Exterior Composition Board (Hardboard): Some composition boards may exude a waxy
material that must be removed with a solvent prior to coating. Whether factory primed or
unprimed, exterior composition board siding (hardboard) must be cleaned thoroughly and
primed with an alkyd primer.

Galvanized Metal: Clean per SSPC-SP1 using detergent and water or a degreasing
cleaner to remove greases and oils. Apply a test area, priming as required. Allow the
coating to dry at least one week before testing. If adhesion is poor, Brush Blast per
SSPC-SP16 is necessary to remove these treatments.

Steel: Structural, Plate, etc.: Should be cleaned by one or more of the surface
preparations described below. These methods are used throughout the world for
describing methods for cleaning structural steel. Visual standards are available through
the Society of Protective Coatings. A brief description of these standards together with
numbers by which they can be specified follow.

Solvent Cleaning, SSPC-SP1: Solvent cleaning is a method for removing all visible oil,
grease, soil, drawing and cutting compounds, and other soluble contaminants. Solvent
cleaning does not remove rust or mill scale. Change rags and cleaning solution frequently
so that deposits of oil and grease are not spread over additional areas in the cleaning
process. Be sure to allow adequate ventilation.

Hand Tool Cleaning, SSPC-SP2: Hand Tool Cleaning removes all loose mill scale, loose
rust, and other detrimental foreign matter. It is not intended that adherent mill scale, rust,
and paint be removed by this process. Before Hand Tool Cleaning, remove visible oil,
grease, soluble welding residues, and salts by the methods outlined in SSPC-SP1.
Power Tool Cleaning, SSPC-SP3: Power Tool Cleaning removes all loose mill scale,
loose rust, and other detrimental foreign matter. It is not intended that adherent mill scale,
rust, and paint be removed by this process. Before Power Tool Cleaning, remove visible
oil, grease, soluble welding residues, and salts by the methods outlined in SSPC-SP1.

White Metal Blast Cleaning, SSPC-SP5 or NACE 1: A White Metal Blast Cleaned
surface, when viewed without magnification, shall be free of all visible oil, grease, dirt,
dust, mill scale, rust, paint, oxides, corrosion products, and other foreign matter. Before
blast cleaning, visible deposits of oil or grease shall be removed by any of the methods
specified in SSPC-SP1 or other agreed upon methods.

Commercial Blast Cleaning, SSPC-SP6 or NACE 3: A Commercial Blast Cleaned
surface, when viewed without magnification, shall be free of all visible oil, grease, dirt,
dust, mill scale, rust, paint, oxides, corrosion products, and other foreign matter, except
for staining. Staining shall be limited to no more than 33 percent of each square inch of
surface area and may consist of light shadows, slight streaks, or minor discoloration
caused by stains of rust, stains of mill scale, or stains of previously applied paint. Before
blast cleaning, visible deposits of oil or grease shall be removed by any of the methods
specified in SSPC-SP1 or other agreed upon methods.

Brush-Off Blast Cleaning, SSPC-SP7 or NACE 4: A Brush-Off Blast Cleaned surface,
when viewed without magnification, shall be free of all visible oil, grease, dirt, dust, loose
mill scale, loose rust, and loose paint. Tightly adherent mill scale, rust, and paint may
remain on the surface. Before blast cleaning, visible deposits of oil or grease shall be
removed by any of the methods specified in SSPC-SP 1 or other agreed upon methods.
Brush-Off Blast Cleaning of Coated and Uncoated Galvanized Steel, Stainless Steels, and Non-
Ferrous Metals, SSPC-SP16: This standard covers the requirements for brush-off blast
cleaning of uncoated or coated metal surfaces other than carbon steel by the use of
abrasives. These requirements include visual verification of the end condition of the
surface and materials and procedures necessary to achieve and verify the end condition.
A brush-off blast cleaned non-ferrous metal surface, when viewed without magnification,
shall be free of all visible oil, grease, dirt, dust, metal oxides (corrosion products), and
other foreign matter. Intact, tightly adherent coating is permitted to remain. A coating is
considered tightly adherent if it cannot be removed by lifting with a dull putty knife.
Power Tool Cleaning to Bare Metal, SSPC-SP11: Metallic surfaces that are prepared
according to this specification, when viewed without magnification, shall be free of all
visible oil, grease, dirt, dust, mill scale, rust, paint, oxide corrosion products, and other
foreign matter. Slight residues of rust and paint may be left in the lower portions of pits if
the original surface is pitted. Prior to power tool surface preparation, remove visible
deposits of oil or grease by any of the methods specified in SSPC-SP1, Solvent
Cleaning, or other agreed upon methods.

Near-White Blast Cleaning, SSPC-SP10 or NACE 2: A Near White Blast Cleaned
surface, when viewed without magnification, shall be free of all visible oil, grease, dirt,
dust, mill scale, rust, paint, oxides, corrosion products, and other foreign matter, except
for staining. Staining shall be limited to no more than 5 percent of each square inch of
surface area and may consist of light shadows, slight streaks, or minor discoloration
caused by stains of rust, stains of mill scale, or stains of previously applied paint. Before
blast cleaning, visible deposits of oil or grease shall be removed by any of the methods
specified in SSPC-SP1 or other agreed upon methods.

Water Blasting, NACE Standard RP-01-72: Removal of oil grease dirt, loose rust, loose
mill scale, and loose paint by water at pressures of 2,000 to 2,500 psi at a flow of 4 to 14
gallons per minute.

Stucco: Must be clean and free of any loose stucco. If recommended procedures for
applying stucco are followed, and normal drying conditions prevail, the surface may be
painted in 30 days. The pH of the surface should be between 6 and 9, unless the
products are designed to be used in high pH environments such as Loxon.
Wood—Exterior: Must be clean and dry. Knots and pitch streaks must be scraped,
sanded, and spot primed before a full priming coat is applied. Patch all nail holes and
imperfections with a wood filler or putty and sand smooth.

Vinyl Siding, Architectural Plastics & Fiberglass or other PVC, plastic building products.
Clean the surface thoroughly by scrubbing with warm, soapy water. Rinse thoroughly,
prime with appropriate white primer. Do not paint vinyl with any color darker than the
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original color. Do not paint vinyl with a color having a Light Reflective Value (LRV) of less
than 56 unless VinylSafe® Colors are used. If VinylSafe® Colors are not used and darker
colors lower than an LRV of 56 are, the vinyl may warp. Follow all painting guidelines of
the vinyl manufacturer when painting.

manufacturer’s procedures to apply appropriate coatings prior to 30 days.

2. Test new concrete for moisture content.
3. Wait until wood is fully dry after rain or morning fog or dew.

G. Apply coatings using brush or roller only.

H. Apply all coatings and materials with the manufacturer’s specifications in mind. Mix and thin
coatings according to manufacturer's recommendation.

I.  Apply coatings using methods recommended by manufacturer.

J.  Uniformly apply coatings without runs, drips, or sags, without brush marks, and with consistent
sheen.

K. Apply coatings at spreading rate required to achieve the manufacturer’'s recommended dry
film thickness.

L. Regardless of number of coats specified, apply as many coats as necessary for complete
hide.

M. Exterior Woodwork: If final painting must be delayed more than 2 weeks after installation of
woodwork, apply primer within 2 weeks and final coating within 2 weeks.

N. Inspection: The coated surface must be inspected and approved by the Architect or Engineer
just prior to the application of each coat.

CLEAN UP

A. Clean site and remove debris and empty cans daily. Remove all paint from adjacent surfaces.
Clean spills and splatters immediately.

B. Clean hands and tools immediately after use with soap and water for water based products
and with mineral spirits for oil based products.

C. Follow manufacturer’s safety recommendations when using mineral spirits.

5. You do not certify to the requester that you are not subject to
backup withholding under 4 above (for reportable interest and dividend
accounts opened after 1983 only).

Section 3 is a part of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Act of 1968. This Act and HUD Regulation 24 CFR Part
135 ensures that employment and other economic opportunities generated by certain HUD financial assistance shall be directed to public

housing residents, individuals of low to very low income, and to business concerns that provide economic opportunities to these individuals.

Such evidence shall be subject to the satisfaction of
GDPM. The documentation may be subject to the examination of
GDPM'’s Board of Commissioners prior to the award of any future
contract awards. Contractors found not to be in compliance with
the provisions of Section 3 may be deemed ineligible for future
contract awards with GDPM or at least be subject to business
suspension from doing business with GDPM for one to three
years.

	3.1 EXAMINATION
	A. Do not begin application of coatings until substrates have been properly examined and prepared. Notify Architect of unsatisfactory conditions before proceeding.
	B. If substrate preparation is the responsibility of another installer, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.
	C. Proceed with work only after conditions have been corrected, and approved by all parties, otherwise application of coatings will be considered as an acceptance of surface conditions.
	D. Previously Painted Surfaces:  Verify that existing painted surfaces do not contain lead based paints, notify Architect immediately if lead based paints are encountered.

	3.2 SURFACE PREPARATION
	A. Comply with paint manufacturer's written instructions for surface preparation, environmental and substrate conditions, product mixing, and application.
	B. Perform all surface preparation in accordance with SSPC specifications, guidelines and good painting practices.
	C. Proper product selection, surface preparation, and application affect coating performance. Coating integrity and service life will be reduced because of improperly prepared surfaces. Selection and implementation of proper surface preparation ensure...
	D. Selection of the proper method of surface preparation depends on the substrate, the environment, and the expected service life of the coating system. Economics, surface contamination, and the effect on the substrate will also influence the selectio...
	E. The surface must be dry and in sound condition. Remove oil, dust, dirt, loose rust, peeling paint or other contamination to ensure good adhesion. Recognize that any surface preparation short of total removal of the old coating may compromise the s...
	F. Prior to attempting to remove mildew, it is always recommended to test any cleaner on a small, inconspicuous area prior to use. Bleach and bleaching type cleaners may damage or discolor existing paint films. Bleach alternative cleaning solutions ma...

	3.3 APPLICATION
	A. Examination and Verification of Condition:  Contractor shall verify the areas and conditions under which the work is to be performed and notify the Owner in writing of conditions detrimental to the proper and timely completion of the Work.  Do not ...
	B. Comply with manufacturer’s instructions and SSPC Good Paint Practices Volumes 1 and 2.
	C. Comply with OSHA regulations, State of Ohio and Federal laws, ordinances, and guidelines.
	D. Follow manufacturer’s requirements for temperature and humidity at time of application.
	E. Refer to SDS sheets before using any product.
	F. All surfaces must be thoroughly dry before coating applications.  Do not apply to wet or damp surfaces.
	1. Wait at least 30 days before applying to new concrete or masonry or follow manufacturer’s procedures to apply appropriate coatings prior to 30 days.
	2. Test new concrete for moisture content.
	3. Wait until wood is fully dry after rain or morning fog or dew.

	G. Apply coatings using brush or roller only.
	H. Apply all coatings and materials with the manufacturer’s specifications in mind. Mix and thin coatings according to manufacturer’s recommendation.

	K. Apply coatings at spreading rate required to achieve the manufacturer’s recommended dry film thickness.
	L. Regardless of number of coats specified, apply as many coats as necessary for complete hide.
	M. Exterior Woodwork: If final painting must be delayed more than 2 weeks after installation of woodwork, apply primer within 2 weeks and final coating within 2 weeks.
	N. Inspection: The coated surface must be inspected and approved by the Architect or Engineer just prior to the application of each coat.

	3.4 CLEAN UP
	A. Clean site and remove debris and empty cans daily. Remove all paint from adjacent surfaces.  Clean spills and splatters immediately.
	B. Clean hands and tools immediately after use with soap and water for water based products and with mineral spirits for oil based products.
