PROJECT DISCUSSION 
1. Review of Project Scope 

1.1. Replacement of existing fire alarm systems at [3] High Rises – Westdale, Park Manor, and 
Wilmington.  Work includes the installation of the new fire alarm system, removal of the 
existing fire alarm system, and ancillary architectural / finishes repairs. 

1.2. Contractor to provide final engineered fire alarm shop drawings for permit submittal.  
Contractor to coordinate and pay for all applicable permits.   

2. Occupancy:  All units are OCCUPIED and will remain occupied for the duration of the project.  
Existing fire alarm system must remain in operation until such time as the new system has been 
installed, tested, and approved by the City of Dayton.  After approval of the new system, then 
existing system can be removed.   
2.1. Relocate resident belongings as is necessary to install new fire alarm system within the 

dwelling units. 
2.2. Provide applicable 48 hour notices prior to entering any dwelling units. 
2.3. Provide fire watch as is applicable to the work. 

3. Project Schedule  
3.1. Anticipated GDPM Board Approval –  
3.2. Contract / NTP – [NTP will be dated to accommodate the pre-construction efforts required 

for preparation of the fire alarm shop drawings and permit submittal / approval with the City 
of Dayton] 

3.3. Work Hours – 8 AM – 5 PM Monday thru Friday. 
3.4. Contract Period – 365 calendar days from the NTP / start date. 

4. Building Permits / Inspections – Contractor will apply for the building permits with the City of 
Dayton once the fire alarm shop drawings have been prepared.
